Audition Song – The Star Spangled Banner (we’ll have piano accompaniment)
Audition Reading – familiarize yourself with this and prepared to present it in different character voices and attitudes as requested.

*If the scripts/librettos have arrived we may also ask you to do a “cold” reading from the actual text or music of the show.”

Audition Dance – some simple dance steps will be presented at the audition and you will be asked to perform them for the directing staff.
MILLER:
"Hello Barry, how are you today?"

"I can see that. Hmmmmm, only thing is this one is blue and I sort of go for red. Do you have a red one like this at home?"


BARRY:
"Not zackley ... but almost."

MILLER:
"Tell you what. Take this sack of peas home with you and next trip this way let me look at that red marble."

 BARRY:
"Sure will. Thanks Mr. Miller."
